More than 6,000 of the world's people groups remain unreached.
They have no access to the Bible, no local church and no
missionary to share God's word in their heart language. Ethnos
360 currently works in over 30 countries where this is a reality.

Effective engagement at a deep worldview level begins with the
acquisition of the culture and heart language. After years of study,
we translate and teach the Bible faithfully from creation to Christ
as we seek to make disciples and established thriving churches
that are self-sustaining, self-governing and self-propagating.

Sent from churches like yours, thousands of
Ethnos360 missionaries have worked since 1942
to establish thriving churches among people
groups who are unreached with the Gospel and
unhengaded by the global Church (UUPG). They
have engaged 438, translating the Bible’s NT
(with OT portions) into 92 with 105 in progress.

Thousands more language groups still have
nothing of God’s word and no way to learn
about Jesus. Until He comes, would you like to
help tell the untold people about Jesus Christ?

Method

We minister among unreached people groups:

In 2,500 of the world’s 6,500 people groups, there is no church,
nor is there any work being done to establish a church. These are
the people among whom Ethnos360 works.

We work in the tribal culture and language:

These people groups’ cultures and languages have isolated them
from the Gospel. Missionaries must learn their language and
understand their culture in order to clearly present the Gospel
and effectively plant a church.

We present foundational Bible teaching:

Unreached people groups have no concept of the God of the
Bible. So, Bible teaching begins at the same place God began with
His chosen people: at the beginning. Chronological Bible teaching
presents a foundation for understanding Jesus’ death and
resurrection.

We establish maturing churches:

Following the pattern seen in Acts as God’s people carried out the
Great Commission, missionaries seek to establish mature
churches that can take their rightful place as agents of change in

their own communities and partners in the Great Commission.

/ A bit about Ethnos360...

Entire language groups of people have no way to learn about
Jesus. Sent by their local churches as missionaries, Ethnos360
teams work together to establish thriving churches among them.

Founded in 1942 as New Tribes Mission, Ethnos360 was
organized to assist local churches with sending missionaries to
people groups “where no witness of the Gospel has yet
reached.” They focus on the least-reached people groups, or
ethnolinguistic people groups unreached with the Gospel and
unengaged by the global church. (UUPG)

Marathon missions. Sent from churches in 36 countries, the

missionaries and global partners of Ethnos360 have worked with
438 people groups in 34 countries to establish thriving churches.
Translating the Bible has often been a prerequisite to teaching it.

Being there. Learning an unwritten language involves life-on-life
relationships with the people who speak it. To faithfully
communicate God's message, missionaries need a high level of
language fluency. Once fluent, missionaries create an alphabet,
develop literacy, translate the Bible, and teach. Discipleship
continues toward establishing Biblically qualified leaders.

Equipping. Believers need God's word in their hands to trust
God's word, grow to maturity, and minister to other people. Then
they will be able to teach the Bible from beginning to end, laying
foundations for Christ-centered faith. They will be able to train
Biblically qualified leaders to teach others also, and send laborers.

Ethnos360 Training gives students two years of tutelage under
experienced missionaries. They learn about Bible translation,
church planting, cross-cultural communication, literacy
development, orthography, linguistics, animism, & world religions.
They gain experience in remote living, navigation, travel logistics,
food planning, building houses, electrical systems, plumbing, and
missionary medicine. Daily life overseas may involve child




education, small engine repair, team relations, and conflict
resolution. Instructors encourage a close walk with God.

Ethnos360 Bible Institute. Prerequisite to Ethnos360 Training,
career missionary candidates must have a working knowledge of
the scriptures. Ethnos360 Bible Institute is a two-year program,
online or in person, designed to prepare people for ministry.

Among 8 billion people there are 12,161 people groups, or ethno-
linguistic groups with a common self-identity. “For strategic
purposes a people group is the largest group within which the
Gospel can spread without encountering barriers of
understanding or acceptance.

7,294 people groups have insufficient witness from the global
Church to engage the people group with church planting.

3,204 of these people groups are unengaged by the global Church.

Ethnos360 Career candidates are discipled for two years under the
instruction of experienced missionaries. Many students go into training
wondering why they need to invest two years and come out realizing that
there is much, much more to learn. Church-planting missionaries will
receive on-going training on the mission field as they advance through the
process of establishing thriving churches. ethnos360.org/go

Prerequisite to the career missionary training is a working knowledge of
the Scriptures. Many receive this training at Ethnos360 Bible Institute.

Ethnos360 Bible Institute gives students two years of practical Bible
knowledge, working through every book of the Bible under the instruction
and advice of experienced missionaries. e360bible.org

Skilled Associate missionaries receive three weeks of training before
departing overseas where they will be working alongside experienced
missionaries. Ethnos360.org/go

Internships are designed to be mutually beneficial to the interns and the
team with whom they will be serving.

The advantage of a missionary training is that we can tap into the vast
experience of global Christians over many years to avoid what seem to
be obvious obstacles to the informed. Awareness helps us to succeed.

The task of glorifying God through planting churches is an impossible task
apart from God intervening and transforming lives. Walking by faith,
trusting in His word, any obstacle to proclaiming His glory can and will be
overcome. Our daily challenge is to humbly submit ourselves to His Word,
to His Spirit, and to keep learning from His servants. Training helps.

Church Planting Process

Where people have no access to the Gospel.

Getting There — Many ethnolinguistic people groups are unreached by
the global church because of where they live. Missionary work is about
going to where they live, crossing oceans, continents, rivers, jungles,
and mountains to teach God’s word so that they may live eternally.

Being There — A key part of teaching people to obey all that Christ
commanded is being close enough to live life with them day by day,
overcoming logistics, to learn how people think and to show how God’s
word is applicable. Ministry happens in the context of relationships.

Culture & Language — Unwritten languages are learned from people
who trust you enough to teach you. God’s word is the most important
message. Teaching all of it requires a high level of fluency. Culture is
the meaning behind the words people use to communicate ideas.

Bible Translation — People need access to what God has said. It is
His message that transforms lives. Faith must be built on God’s word.
This is what people will apply to their own lives and share. For faith,
growth, & outreach, people need God’s word in their hands.

Foundational Bible Teaching — Eternal life is to know God. His own
revelation of His identity and character begins in Genesis. We want to
follow Biblical patterns of revealing His person, purpose, plan, people,
and processes, teaching God’s word from beginning to end.

Disciples — Placing resources in the hands of people as we teach
enables them to immediately establish patterns of teaching others. In
time, faithful people will stand out who can be set apart for leading. All
willing people can be equipped to obey God’s word and share it.

Leadership — We want to establish thriving churches that are led by
Biblically qualified local leaders who will join us as partners in ministry
to reach every ethnolinguistic people group with the Good News about
Jesus Christ. Commit to faithful men who will teach others.




Logistics of Church Planting

If you live near the ends of the earth, it really helps to use an aircraft
to get there. Most of the other infrastructure of civilization is missing,
too. That's where Support Missionaries can really help the Church
Planting effort. Each Skilled Worker accelerates the success of the
team toward establishing thriving churches. (stilluntold.org/support)
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Support workers, builders, save missionary
families from spending one to three years of
“roughing it” while constructing a ministry home.

Aviation personnel make it possible for both expat
and indigenous missionary families to get where
they live and stay there to minister effectively.

Money is the transfer of work. Missionaries must
leave their ministry to go to where transactions can
be made unless someone can do this for them.

All missionaries and their guests need shelter &
food wherever they go. Guest house workers
provide services needed by all team members.

People need the written word of God in their hands to
grow and minister. Printing is how it is delivered.
Printers expedite the delivery of translated resources.

Through medicine missionaries demonstrate care,
grace, and self-sacrificing love. Medical professionals
save time and lives to establish thriving churches.

Who gives advice to new missionaries? Experienced
church planters take time away from discipleship and
Bible translation to disciple new workers for success.

Who renews contracts, cuts government red tape,
answers questions, and settles new missionaries?
Church planting missionaries without administrators.

Who handles shipping, brings groceries to where
other missionaries can buy them, and arranges
transportation? Missionaries without supply buyers.

When children have special education needs beyond
home schooling, who provides that? Church planting
missionaries without access to educators.
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Culture and Mission

Culture is the environment in which the words, sentences, and

paragraphs of languages have meaning. Language is the spoken
expression of a people’s culture. Culture is the story behind the
people. (21,3

Culture is what determines the way you think, act, and feel. ®

Culture tells you when you should be happy, sad, joyful, angry,
indignant, or protective. Culture is a person’s accumulation of
assumptions about reality that are derived from observations,
family practices, peer pressure, personal desires, historical
experience, and teaching. A person’s perception of acceptable
and unacceptable behavior is determined by culture.

Words have no meaning without sentences. Sentences have no
meaning without context. The primary context of any
ethnolinguistic people group is the culture in which they live.

Culture includes things known to everyone in the culture that
people rarely talk about.

Culture includes common assumptions about reality. Our culture
helps us understand the meaning in context.

For example, the word “present,” depending on the context in
which it is used, could mean an object such as a gift, a speech that
is being given, or a period of time meaning now. The word “bark”
could mean the sound of a dog, the rebuke of a person, or the
skin of a tree.

Since we are communicating God’s message, we
need to be careful to relay what He intended.
Culture is a key to communicating accurately and
effectively.

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What does culture have to do with church planting?

Faithfully communicating God’s word requires us to know
the culture that shapes what our audience will understand;
the context in which a particular word or idea will be
understood.

Without the understanding of local culture, Bible teachers

will assume that listeners share the presenter’s own context and
culture that shape the meaning of the words used. The listener
will use his or her own imagination and experience to give words
meaning within the context of his or her own culture. Bible
teaching with unresolved culture barriers usually result in a
works-based syncretism rather than a Christ-centered faith.

Where Christian ideas have been communicated without
the presenters taking the time to understand the
language and the culture, there will often be
“Christianized” people who sing recognizable Christian
songs and speak Bible words... without understanding

the Biblical concepts conveyed by the words.

The words of a language have no meaning without culture.
Behavior and motives can be judged negative by cultural
references, blocking peaceful, and effective communication.
Nonverbal communication across cultures can prevent
an audience from hearing words.

We are ambassadors for Christ. Our work is to tell
people what God has said in a way that communicates

His meaning in the cultural contexts of our audiences.

The excellent goodness of God’s written word informs, shapes,
and corrects cultures. God’s word shows us how we should think,
act, and feel about the things that happen in the world around us,
even within our own unique cultural heritage.

Laying Foundations for Knowing God

People seem to have a lot of knowledge about God; but do they
know Him? Have we shown them His glory?

“And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only
true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.” John 17:3

We can give people a lot of information about God without ever
walking with them through His word to show them His identity,
character, and purpose. While information about Him is vital,
people need to know God as the hero of the story of His glory.

Discipleship is about walking with people through life, teaching
people to obey Jesus. We can teach people what to do without
leading them into a relationship with God that shows them why.

It is easy to make assumptions about what people know, based
on casual interaction, knowledge of their history with other
believers, or their ability to use spiritual jargon. We dare not
build on those assumptions about a person’s faith.

We must check the foundations by teaching people of God’s
person, purpose, plan, people, and processes. Then they will
be equipped to lead others to know Him and walk with Him.

There is only one object of faith that can save our souls. Other
objects such as a prayer, an action, church attendance, good
deeds, and righteous living cannot help people when they meet
Jesus Christ. Only faith in Christ as our crucified, resurrected,
omnipotent Creator & Redeemer can save any of us eternally.

God delivered the knowledge of Himself over history in a
pattern of progressive revelation. His pattern is a
wise and fruitful one to follow. The free resource at
this link expounds on why we should lay careful
foundations. (1 Cor. 3:10) See bit.ly/boff-why

Sharing with other people the identity, character, purpose, and
provision of God through Jesus Christ is a great privilege and
responsibility by which God saves people from eternal separation
from Him.

Another great gift is to lead people toward maturity in the
ministry of reconciliation as ambassadors of Christ. (2 Cor. 5)

What can be better than distributing the knowledge of the
greatest treasure we have ever known to everyone who will
listen? The gift that keeps on giving for all of eternity is the best
gift ever. (1 John 5:9-13) Delivering His gift to other people must
be right up there on the scale of joy next to receiving it.

When we ask people to prepare, send, support, or go as,
missionaries to people who have never heard of Jesus Christ,
what could be more honorable than that? What could be more
important than establishing a community of Christ-followers as
witnesses of His glory where there has been none?

Equipping the saints for the work of the ministry is an endeavor
that will reap rewards for a long time to come. Joy will increase as
each person of the Body learns to walk closer
to God and, by faith, engage in doing the
things that bring glory to Him.

Instead of accumulating earthly treasure that
we cannot take with us, we lay up treasure in
heaven that will be there when we arrive.




Serving in Missions: Who Can Go?

Each of us can have a part in a variety of roles. Missionary work
involves the whole Body of Christ, the Global Church, working
together through the leadership and fellowship of the community of
local churches. The purpose is to establish thriving communities of
Christ-followers (local churches) where Christ has been unknown.

God uses ordinary people who believe Him and begin taking the next
step by faith, based on His written word. Some people pray. Some
evangelize. Some disciple. Some give. Some send. Some go.

Five Seeds: Hidden Glory

The Ayore’ people were completely isolated from the outside

world, running around the jungles naked, murdering their own
people and killing any visitors who dared to venture into their

territory where they hunted game and gathered food.

When farmers and rubber hunters ventured into the Ayore’
territory someone usually died. The Bolivian government was
considering bringing armed military personnel into the jungle to
hunt the Ayore’ people and wipe them out.

The question had come to the missionaries, “Why are you
bothering with those people? They are just animals!” When he
heard the question, Pastor Cecil Dye’s response was, “It is
because the glorious name of Jesus is not known here and
must be made known at any cost...”

The Ayore’ people of Bolivia had no way to learn about the God of
the Bible who created everything from nothing in only six days.

The Bible did not exist in the Ayore’ language. No one had yet
shared with the Ayore’ people the knowledge of God’s glory or the
wonders of His power in Creation. They had no understanding of
His position as the Creator and Owner of all things in heaven and
on earth, to Whom they owed honor and gratitude. The Ayore’ had
never heard of the eternal God who is triune, eternal, and perfect
in all of His ways. They did not know that God created all things
simply by speaking. They did not know they were created in His
image to reflect his glory. Nobody had told them of the faithful God
who is always good, forever faithful, and who always speaks the
truth. They did not know that God is always just, pure, and lovely.
They had no knowledge of God'’s desire for each person to believe
Him, to come into His close fellowship, and to experience His
goodness. They had never known unconditional love. They had
not heard how sin came into the world through a person’s choice
to believe someone other than God. They did not know of God’s
righteous judgment.



They did not know of God’s self-sacrificing love or His provision
through Jesus Christ’s death and resurrection to pay for sin and
clothe helplessly sinful people in His own righteousness by faith.

Because they had no knowledge of God's glory in the face of
Jesus Christ, they had no opportunity to exercise faith in His
provision for their sin.

Faith comes by hearing the word of God which is spoken by
messengers who are sent. No one had been sent to tell the Ayore’
people the good news about Jesus Christ.

In 1943, a missionary team from New Tribes Mission (now
Ethnos360) wanted to change that. Seven men spent weeks
cutting a donkey trail into the jungle toward the Ayore’ people,
using machete’s and axes. They hoped to make peaceful contact
with the Ayore’ people by exchanging gifts and learning the Ayore’
language to tell them about Jesus. They had pistols and shotguns
with them for protection from wild animals and to hunt food, but
they were determined that they would never use them against the
Ayore’ people and send them into eternity with Christ.

They were told, “You won’t come out alive.”

Cecil Dye wrote, “I don’t believe we care so much whether this
expedition is a failure so far as our lives are concerned, but we
want God to get the most possible glory from everything that
happens.”

In December 1943, Cecil and four other men contacted the Ayore’
people and were killed. Other missionaries persisted to establish
peaceful relationships with the Ayore’ people and give them God’s
message. [See ‘God Planted Five Seeds” by Jean Dye Johnson]

Today Ayore’ people hold frequent meetings in over a dozen
believing communities in southeastern Bolivia and northwestern
Paraguay to encourage each other, teach from the Bible, and
worship together. One believer said, “We want truth; we
want to live it. It has resulted in peace within us.” &

I’'m not talking about being a doormat for people to
trod on but about intentionally dying to self so that other people may
live eternally. The greatest gift one person can give to another is the
light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

Making Disciples:

Teaching people to obey all that Christ commanded us is the second
greatest gift we can give to another person. As obedient
ambassadors of Christ they will spend the rest of their lives bearing
much fruit to the glory of the Father and laying up treasure in heaven.
